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General Information for Parents and Pupils of Current Year 9

What Will | Study In Years 10 and 117

Each week you will study 17 hours of Core subjects and 8 hours of your option choices.

In Years 10 and 11 there are a number of subjects that ALL students study. These are
called the COREsubjects .

The COREsubjects are:

e English (4 hours)

e Mathematics (4 hours)

e Science (4 hours)

e Citizenship and Religious Education (1 hour for each)
e Physical Education (2 hours)

e Information and Communications Technology-ICT ( 1 hour)

All of these course lead to qualifications. You then choose options subjects to
complete your timetable. OPTION subjects s hould reflect your strengths,  interests
and future ambitions .
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General Information 0 Types of Courses at Key Stage 4

There are 3 main types of Courses:
GCSE, Applied GCSE and BTECs

What is a GCSE?

Many of the subjects you will study in Years 10 and 11 lead to GCSE
gualifications . GCSE subjects are awarded grades from A* to G depending on
your performance. All GCSE courses have a final examination, these are usually
between 1 and 2% hours in length. Many subjects have two papers. The
examination s will test yo ur knowledge, skills and understanding .

Some subjects have a coursework component , now called a controlled
assessment. The exact weighting between coursework and examination papers
varies considerably from subject to subject.

Some GCSE Subjects are offered as short courses. These are equal to half a
full GCSE.

What is an Applied GCSE?

Applied GCSEs have a strong vocational element to them. The grading system is
A* to G, just like GCSE.

Applied GCSEs have been designed to bridge the gap between GCSEs and work-based
training. So, as well as learning about your chosen area of work you also develop skills
that will help you in the work place and are valued by employees. These skills include:
research, being able to plan your work, using | CT, learning to communicate well, meeting
deadlines and working in a group.

The difference between applied courses and GCSE is in the way you learn and
how you are assessed. More of your work is assessed through coursework,
although you will also sit an examination. Studying an applied GCSE means you
will research information for yourself by interviewing or visiting local businesses

and organisations. You will undertake long projects and take more responsibility

for your own learning.
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What is a BTEC Co urse?

These courses are quite like applied GCSEs, except that there is no final examination.
You are assessed entirely on the portfolios of evidence that you produce to show that

you have achieved an appropriate standard. BTEC qualifications at level 2 are divided
into Diploma, Extended Certificate and Certificate courses.

A BTEC Diploma is equal to four GCSEs, Grade C or above.

A BTEC Extended Certificate is equal to two GCSEs, Grade C or above.

A BTEC Certificate is equal to one GCSE, Grade C or abov e.

The grading system is divided into Distinction, Merit, Pass or Fail. A pass is equal to a
grade C at GCSE.

Is an Applied GCSE or BTEC Course for me?

If you plan to follow a career in any of the vocational subject areas it represents a
good choice. It is also a different way of learning that may appeal to you.

Most importantly you have to consider whether you will succeed on this type of course.
To be successful at applied GCSEs you must attend regularly as your work is assessed
continuously. You should be organised and enjoy doing coursework. You must also be
able to study using your own initiative as well as being able to work well in a group.

What do | need to get on this course?

You will require a level 5  for the Certificate or Extended Certificate ; or you should have
demonstrated the ability to work in a range of different artistic materials and utilise teacher
comments to develop your work. The Diplomacourse i s f or students that
this subject area and have achieved a level 6 or above in art.

What qualification will | receive at the end of the course?

These skil Is can then be applied to a work
environment or a further education course on graduating from school.

How will | be taught?

You will be taught within mixed ability groups, consisting of both male and female students. As
this is a specialist Art and Desi  gn subject you will be located within a classroom that has the
appropriate equipment on hand with a teacher that has subject specific knowledge.

How will | be assessed?

BTEC Certificate/Diploma is assessed continuously throughout the academic year and yo  ur
success in this qualification will rest on you completing all coursework assignments. There is no
examination and the amount of assignments that you have to complete will alter according to
your choice of either Certificate or Diploma.

What can this subject take me? What sort of jobs can | do?

Each unit is taught over 11 -12 weeks. The course is 100% coursework and all the tasks are
available on the student sh ared area so students can access task sheets and resources very
easily in order to help them pass the course. Every student has access to a computer and will
produce their work on their own areas. The tasks for MERIT and DISTINCTION are also
available fo r the more able students to get on and achieve their potential.

How will | be assessed?

Students are required to complete all the O0Pass crite

What do | need to get on this course?

Pupils who opt for this course will need to be enthusiastic about and enjoy dance. The course will

require pupilds to not only perfor m aanalsecstudymmlogr aph t
write about professional danceds choreographed by oth
movement content, costume, set design, use of lighting etc.

What qualification will | receive at the end of the course?
One full GCSE.

What will || earn?

There are four assessed units on this course, completed over the 2 years. These units are:
Unit 1: Critical Appreciation of dance
. Study two professional dance works
. Answer a short and concise written paper
Unit 2: Set Dance
. Demonstrate physical competence and effectiveness as a performer
Perform a set dance taught by teacher
Choreographed by professional dancers within a contemporary dance genre
e Video recorded by teacher but externally assessed
Unit 3: Performance in a duo/group dance
. Perform a g roup dance relating to a professional dance work with three clear links
. Choreographed in collaboration with teacher
. Assessed live by teacher during moderation
Unit 4: Choreography
. Solo composition task
. Choreography for solo or group dance

How will | be  taught?

This subject is taught through a combination of both theory (classroom based) and practical
activities. The majority of the assessments will take place in year 2 of the course and year 1 will
be spent developing knowledge, understanding and practically skills for the assessments.

How will | be assessed?

Pupils will be assessed through one exam and four practical assessments:

. Unit 1: Critical Appreciation of dance - Written Examination 0 20% of final mark
. Unit 2: SetDance - Practical Examination - 20% of final mark
. Unit 3: Performance in a duo/group dance - Practical Examination - 20% of final mark

Unit 4: Choreography - Practical Examinations 2 tasks totally 40% of final mark

Where can this subject take me? What sort of jobs can | do?

This subject will not only develop dance skills and knowledge but will also help pupils to develop
social and leadership skills through choreography work and group dances, as well as confidence.
Pupils can go onto studying dance in further education, or alter  natively the skills learned and
practice d during the 2 year course will help assist pupils in other courses or careers they
pursue.

What will | learn?

These will be marked by your
teachers and then moderated by the examination board.

Where can this subject take me? What sort of jobs c an | do?

You could take the Advanced Course in Health and Social Care in Post 16 or go to college to take
a BTEC course in Caring/Early Years or an NVQ in Early Years Care and Education. You could
take up employment in the National Health Service. By con tinuing your study of this subject at
a higher level you could go on to be a nurse, social worker, teacher, which are just a few of the
many career options.

Why study History?
Our History course is a popular GCSE subject in whichcommitted students do very well. You will
study history through the eyes of the people who lived at the time.

What qualification will | receive at the end of the course?
This course leads to a full GCSE qualification that ishighly regarded amongst colleges,
universities and employers .

Unit 19. Computer Graphics. Research, collect and describe a range of existing graphics/images
for use in web pages , plan the production of a range of graphic images for a client, to be
used on their website .

How will | be taught?

You will be taught in discreet ICT lessons with other fellow pupils that have selected ICT over
three hours a week.

How will | be assessed?

The BTEC Firsts for ICT Practitioners Certificat e is assessed by two sets of course work,
internally assessed by your teacher and externally assessed by the examination board. You will
not have any external exam within this course. For the BTEC Firsts for ICT Practitioners
Extended Certificate you will need to complete four units and for  BTEC Firsts for ICT
Practitioners Diploma six units.
